Family members and friends gather at the front door. Have
holy water on hand if you have some.
All begin by making the sign of the cross.

LEADER: Peace be with this house and all who live here. Tra-
dition gives these names to the Lord’s Epiphany visitors:
Caspar, Melchior, and Balthazar. Let their three initials stand
for Christus mansionem benedicat, “May Christ bless this
house,” now and forever.

ALL: Amen!

LEADER: During these days of the Christmas season, we keep
this feast of Epiphany, celebrating the revelation of Christ to
the magi. Today Christ is revealed to us! Today this home is a
holy place.

Then a Scripture is read by the leader or another:

Listen to the words of the holy gospel
according to John:

In the beginning was the Word,
and the Word was with God,
and the Word was God.
He was in the beginning with God.
All things came to be through Him,
and without Him nothing came to be.
And the Word became flesh
And made His dwelling among us.
The gospel of the Lord!
ALL: Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ!

Everyone then processes _from one room to another. In each
room the leader prays for God’s blessing. Holy water may be
sprinkled in each room, Living Room or Family Room,
Kitchen, Dining Room, Bedroom, Bedroom and Bathroom.:

Bless this room, Lord, and all who enter here.
We make our prayer through Christ, our Lord.
ALL: Amen!

All return to the front door to pray together.

We pray as Jesus taught us:

Our Father...

The leader then concludes, sprinkling all present with holy
water:

LEADER: Lord God of heaven and earth,

You revealed your only-begotten Son to every nation by the
guidance of a star.

Bless this home and all who inhabit it.

Fill us with the light of Christ,

that our concern for others may reflect your love.

We ask this through Christ our Lord.
ALL: Amen!

Though her liturgical designation is “religious,”
Elizabeth Seton, her feast-day prayer reminds us, was
also “wife, mother, educator, foundress.” Born into a
wealthy Episcopalian family, Elizabeth married William
Seton, whose untimely death in Italy where the young
family sought healing for William’s tuberculosis, left
her, at twenty-nine, a widow with five children. In-
spired by the faith and charity of the Italian family with
whom they stayed, Elizabeth embraced Catholicism de-
spite her family’s disowning her and ceasing financial
support. This woman of many firsts (and several voca-
tions!) opened the first free Catholic school, beginning
the American Catholic educational system, and founded
the first American religious community for women, the
Sisters of Charity. The tuberculosis that claimed her
husband took also her oldest and youngest daughters
and, finally, at just forty-seven, Elizabeth herself. An-
other first: in 1975 she was canonized the first native-
born American Saint. Once asked to summarize her
spirituality, she replied: “Faith lifts the staggering soul
on one side, hope supports it on the other, experience
says it must be, and love says let it be!”
