Dear Community of Saint Joseph’s;

Once [ walked into the hospital room of friends of mine who had just given birth to a
healthy baby girl.

When I entered the room, the mother was
holding the infant and speaking to her in a soft voice, she said to the baby “You re the future.” It occurs to me that we
always want to look ahead and see what is going to happen.

When in fact, we are shaping
our destiny every single day of our lives. Our current actions, speech, our dreams are manifesting the future right now.
In that spirit, Saint Joseph’s would like to celebrate the past and peer into the prospect of our dynamic future at a
Parish Summit this Friday evening January 9 and Saturday January 10. We will spend this time together reflecting on
the holy people and sacred experiences that have brought us to this moment and dream about what our parish life might
look like.

Under the leadership of our parishioners Frank Barrett and Bob Montgomery we will engage in a process entitled
“Appreciative Inquiry.” This process will utilize the stories and interviews we have collected this past year from
throughout our parish family and employ them as tools that help define the identity of being a community of people
gathered together in the name of Jesus Christ. Appreciative Inquiry is not an opportunity to complain or lament the
past; rather it is a celebration of the many profound and wonderful aspects of our community life from the past and into
the future.

Please consider joining us this weekend. The decisions we make during these days will influence and shape the direc-
tion of Saint Joseph’s Catholic Community for many years. And we would like to have all your positive voices in our
celebration and determinations. The Summit will be one of those rare moments when we pause from our everyday
activities, like the Kings on the feast of the Epiphany, we break away from our routine and look around us and say,
“this moment - is the beginning of the future!”
