Blessing of Throats 

February 3 at 5:00 p.m. 
 On the occasion of the Feast of St. Blaise 
on February 3 we will celebrate the tradi-
tional blessing of throats at our 5:00 p.m. 
evening Mass. All are welcome.  
 This annual blessing is a sign of the strug-
gle against illness in the life of a Christian. 
St. Blaise was a bishop in Armenia during 
the fourth century. Very little is known 
about his life, but devotion to him spread throughout the 
entire Church in the Middle Ages because he was reputed 
to have miraculously cured a little boy who nearly died be-
cause of a fishbone in his throat. Since the eighth century 
he has been invoked on behalf of the sick, especially those 
afflicted with illnesses of the throat.
