Dear Community of Saint Joseph’s;

Every year the Bishop requests that we assist him in supporting the ministries of the
Diocese of Monterey by conducting a financial appeal. Each parish is given a mone-
tary goal and every dollar collected above that amount can be used to provide for a
special parish project. Last year our Bishop’s Appeal project was to enhance and improve our parish sound system. We
raised $41,223 above our parish goal and we immediately began to work toward researching the best sound system we
could afford for that amount of money.

So this last year has been a time of inviting sound engineers and speaker vendors into our church to test and try out vari-
ous different sound systems in an attempt to determine which would best suit the needs of the people in our pews. As
you would imagine, there are an infinite number of possibilities for providing sound and it has been our task to deter-
mine which was the best option for us and our budget.

Recently our final decisions have been made and we are looking forward to the installation of the new system after Holy
Week. Below you will find a more detailed description of the outcome of our research from our Music Director Tom
O’Brien. Thank you for your patience with all our major projects — it does take time to realize these improvements and I
am very grateful for your ongoing encouragement and support in protecting and preserving our church building.

As Father Matt mentioned, our new sound system has been finalized and the finance council has approved moving for-
ward with equipment purchase and contracting with our vendor. To review, the new sound configuration will provide
for:

- better sound and coverage using new speakers and electronic processors

- new hearing impaired system (both "personal loop" for use with compatible hearing aids and personal FM receivers for
people with no hearing aid)

- integration of our two sound systems into one

- a "movable" sound board that can be operated from a variety of locations or in "hands-off" automatic mode.

Thank you for your continued interest and support in this very important project.

Saint Scholastica
(c.480-547)isa
Catholic saint. Born
in Italy, she was the
twin sister of St.
Benedict of Nursia.

St. Gregory the
Great, in his Dia-
logues, tells us that
she was a nun and
leader of a community for women at Plombariola about
five miles from St Benedict's abbey at Monte Cassino. We
do not know what rule this community followed, although
it seems most likely it was the Rule of St. Benedict.

Scholastica was dedicated to God from a young age (some
tellings of her story indicate that she preceded Benedict in
godliness, and he came to holiness after she did, and in her
wake). The most commonly told story about her is that she
would, once a year, go and visit her brother at his abbey,
and they would spend the day worshiping together and dis-
cussing sacred texts and issues.

At the end of the day, they had supper and continued their
conversation. When Benedict indicated it was time for him
to leave, she protested, and begged him to stay with her for
the evening so they could continue their discussions. He
refused, insisting that he needed to return to his cell. At
that point, Scholastica closed her hands in prayer, and after
a moment, a wild storm started outside of the guest house
in which they were housed. Benedict asked, "What have
you done?", to which she replied, "I asked you and you
would not listen; so I asked my God and he did listen. So
now go off, if you can, leave me and return to your monas-
tery."

Benedict was unable to return to his monastery, and they
spent the night in discussion. According to St. Gregory's
Dialogues, three days later, from his cell, he saw his sister's
soul leaving the earth and ascending to heaven in the form
of a shining white dove.

Her feast day is February 10. St. Scholastica is the patron
saint of convulsive children, nuns, and is invoked against
storms and rain.
