About Liturgy

Lenten Sundays: There are many reminders during the Lenten Sunday
Masses that we are observing a penitential season. The readings at the
Sunday Masses bring to mind Lenten motifs and spur us on to fidelity in

penance. Our Lenten Masses are less celebrative than even the Masses during Ordinary Time; for exam-
ple, there is no Gloria, no alleluia, and less exuberant instrumentation. The penitential violet purple of the
vestments and other appointments keep reminding us that we are in a penitential season, as well as the sim-
plicity of the environment and the lack of flowers.

Nevertheless, the Sundays during Lent are not Lenten days at all. At a time when the symbolism of forty
was heightened, the beginning of Lent was pushed back to the Wednesday before the first Sunday of Lent
so there would be forty fasting days (hence, the period of Lent is actually longer than forty days). The
Sundays of Lent are still days on which we celebrate the Lord’s resurrection. Especially on this second
Sunday of Lent when we hear about the transfiguration of Jesus are we reminded that dying always is ac-
companied by rising. In our very liturgical celebrations we see the paschal mystery rhythm. Lent is a time
to practice the discipline of dying to self, yet we still have one day a week on which we always celebrate
the new life promised by Jesus’ resurrection. What might be ways we can truly celebrate new life even on

Lenten Sundays, without getting out of the spirit of Lent?
