Easter Triduum: The Three Days 
 

Let Us Rejoice! 
 
 
 

The Easter Triduum – from the evening of Holy Thursday to Easter Sunday evening – is the pinnacle of 
our year. It is our defining moment! All that we do flows from and works toward what we celebrate on these 
Three Days. If the liturgy of the Triduum has not been a part of your life, then you must come and experience what you’ve 
been missing! We need everyone gathered together – at the table, beside the fire, around the font! 
 
 
  
On Holy Thursday, in remem-
brance and humility, we do what 
Jesus commanded: we wash feet. 
The Lord is clear: his very Body 
and Blood consumed here must 
transform and strengthen us for 
service. Following Communion, 
the sacred Body of Christ is car-
ried in solemn procession to an 
altar of repose.  
 
 
 
On Good Friday we celebrate 
the Lord’s Passion. What Jesus 
came into this world to do – to 
save us from sin and open the 
way to everlasting life with God 
– has been accomplished on the 
Cross. We come forward to ven-
erate the wood of the Cross.  
 
 
 
 
Holy Saturday ends with the Great Easter Vigil. From the Vigil flows our entire Easter celebration. In 
darkness we kindle the new Easter fire and gather around the flame to share the story of salvation, from the 
Creation to the Resurrection. 13 adults and 3 children will receive the sacraments of initiation: baptism, con-
firmation and Eucharist. There is live-giving water, fragrant chrism oil, the taste of bread and wine. Alleluia!
