Dear Community of Saint Joseph’s; 
 
These days whenever you drive into any commercial area you will see a person carrying an arrow.  
The arrow indicates to the driver where to find pizza, insurance or a sale!  The business is using 
the symbol to focus your attention on the point of interest.  Sometimes when I am stopped at a 
light the sign carrier becomes tired and will rest the arrow so it faces upwards – so I look up! 
 
 
The cross is a kind of arrow that is intended to focus our attention upwards.  Jesus Christ taught 
and healed those who surrounded him.  In his  subsequent dying and rising, humankind formed 
the Church and we use the symbol of the cross to indicate his life, death and resurrection.  That 
cross is always teaching us to look up and to see opportunities for healing, grace, holiness and 
God.  Whenever we gather to pray at Saint Joseph’s we are attempting to allow the cross to lead 
us upward in our spiritual lives and in our relationships.  The cross, which anchors our worship, 
guides our celebrations skyward so that we might find purpose, kindness, and abundance infusing 
our lives and our homes. 
 
 
I welcome you to our Easter celebrations and invite you to join us whenever you are in Capitola-
by-the-Sea.  Every week we explore the wonder and challenge of following Jesus Christ.   Consider 
this letter an arrow indicating what we believe to be of vital importance: the dynamic grace, wis-
dom and hope that come every time we gather as a community and call upon the name of our 
God.  In the midst of each celebration we find an inner peace and joy that enables us to look up 
and in gazing heavenward, invite those around us to share in that splendid view.
