asked some women to form a knitting group to knit lay-
ettes for needy families and afghans for elderly.  As 
Emmy Hoenerieder (one of the original members) tells us, 
"We knit for babies so that no baby would go home na-
ked".  The group grew to around thirty women.  The 
group continued even as the numbers dwindled to two 
remaining members. 
2. When will this new group meet?  The day and time will 
be determined by those who want to be a part of the 
group.  The responses so far seem to indicate late morn-
ing, but the day is not determined.
