The world needs the message of the Gospel and the way to true happiness; as
a teacher you offer the hungry world that sustenance.

e It's fun. Kids remind adults to live and laugh in the moment and get enthused about things like holy days
and lives of the saints.

e Your own faith will come alive. You will discover that prayer, liturgy and your own relationship with God
will become more vibrant. Your connection to our parish will grow.

e A catechist is a role model. Teacher and aids get to model behaviors that young people might not learn
anywhere else.

e You will be practicing stewardship. What a great way of being a good steward: by giving a bit of your
most precious resource — your time.

e You show your own family that you value religious education. Taking time to be involved in teaching
the faith shows your own children, grandchildren, siblings and others that you put a high priority on religious educa-
tion.

e It is what we are called to do. Jesus said it: “Go, therefore, and make disciples of all the nations.” Our
parish needs you.

Summit Pastoral Community Council Corner
The Pastoral Community Council was formed in January 2009 as a
result of the Parish Summit, the culmination of a year long effort.
Parishioners gathered to participate in a process of visioning called
“Appreciative Inquiry.”

Appreciative Inquiry is a practice commonly used in the military
and corporate world. British Airways, McDonald’s and NASA
have used it as an approach to achieving positive change. Our par-
ish is the first church in the Monterey Diocese to utilize this inno-
vative process.

We challenged ourselves to dream and visualize a dynamic parish
future. During the visioning, four goals were identified:

1) Create a spirit of warmth and belonging

2) Discover and value the many gifts of our members

3) Nourish and support each member’s faith journey

4) Encourage active participation through personal invitation and
engagement

Overarching the 4 goals was the creation of our vision, “Forging
our dynamic life and future in community and wonder.” Transfor-
mation, rejuvenation, peace, understanding, hope and healing were
some of the principals used to help guide the development of our
dreams and ideas.

Pastoral Community Council Created

It was determined that our journey as a parish to implement the
Summit plan would be coordinated and supported by the creation
of a Pastoral Community Council. The charge of the 10 member
council is to serve our Pastor in an advisory capacity. Using col-
laborative leadership, the Council creates a nurturing platform for
communication between Pastor and parish, working together to
implement dreams and ideas created as result of the Summit.

Watch this space for monthly updates on activities resulting from
suggestions identified at the Summit gatherings, and also shown in
our Summit journey graphics hanging proudly in the church vesti-
bule.
