Saint Joseph’s  
Religious Education Programs  

for Children 
 

 
I invite adults and teens to consider ways that you may be able 
to help our children grow in faith and their relationship with 
God. The rewards are great. Here are some of the programs we 
will continue to offer: 
 
• Lambs for Jesus: For Pre-K and Kindergarten children, 

held during the 9:00 a.m. Mass about three Sundays each 
month. 

 
• Grades 1-5: Religious education held Tuesday afternoons 

on three or four weeks each month. 
 
• The Edge: Religious education for middle school age chil-

dren, Grades 6-8, held one evening of the week on three or 
four weeks of the month. 

 
• First Eucharist and First Reconciliation Family Program: 

A family experience of sacramental preparation held on 
Saturday afternoons about once a month. 

 
• Rite of Christian Initiation adapted for children: (a.k.a. 

“RCIC”). A process of preparation for baptism and other 
sacraments of initiation for children older than seven years.  

 
• Liturgy of the Word for Children: An age appropriate breaking open of the word for  
      children of grades 1-4 held during Mass at 9:00 on about three Sundays each month. 
 
 
We need many people to become involved so that these programs will be rich, full and fun experi-
ences for the children and families. There are roles of teachers and aids, but also many other key 
supporting roles that help make our religious education programs be the best they can.  
 
I appreciate how busy everyone is, and  so I’d especially love to have enough teachers and aides for 
each program to allow for a rotation over the weeks, so you have more flexibility and do not feel too 
burdened by a commitment.
