Dear has traveled the war zones of the
world and has given thousands of lectures across the coun-
try. On October 10 he will be speaking about his latest
book, A Persistent Peace, in which he shares his remark-
able story, a story that includes spending more than a year
of his life in jail in the cause of peace.
