The Ministry of Altar Server 
 
An Altar Server is a minister, a person who serves the 
parish community. The server assists the priest to lead 
the people of God in prayer, and also helps the people 
in church to pray and worship. Through the sharing of 
their talents and by the graceful and reverent way they 
perform their tasks, servers contribute to the spirit of 
prayer. 
 
Serving is an act of faith and worship. Servers offer 
themselves, as Jesus did, for the benefit of others. 
Servers contribute to the celebration by providing at-
mosphere, movement and preparation.

St. Joseph’s Community needs to bring 
more people into our Altar Server ministry.  
 
We will provide training and continuing formation, and 
will gently initiate new servers into the ministry by 
pairing them with experienced servers who can serve 
as mentors.
