Dear Community of Saint Joseph’s;

For many years Saint Joseph’s has dreamed of constructing an elevator from
the parish hall and lower parking lot to the church and rectory level. This year
we began to realize that dream by attaching the elevator project to the Bishop’s
Annual Ministries Appeal (BAMA). We have estimated the project at approxi-
mately two hundred thousand dollars. After meeting our Bishop’s Appeal goal
0f 47,000 dollars, Saint Joseph’s has pledged an additional $57,000. This is an
extraordinary accomplishment especially in such challenging economic times.

Recently I was contacted by a former parishioner of Saint Joseph’s who would like to donate $70,000 to the project in
memory of his late wife. That gift, to be given in the beginning of 2010, will place us over the mid-point of our project
need. We will continue to raise funds for this necessary addition to our parish grounds in a variety of ways and it is my
hope to break ground on the project in the beginning of 2010.

As we move forward I will put an updated tally in the weekly bulletin to encourage us as we draw closer to our dream of
providing easy access to our parish hall and church. If you have not had a chance to make a donation or would like to do
so in memory of a beloved family member or organization, please contact me or our parish administrator; Barbara Day.
And thank you for always being willing to share what you have— to support, improve and celebrate the dynamic life and
ministry of Saint Joseph’s in Capitola-by-the-Sea!

To: St. Joseph’s Parishioners,

Christmas can be a painful time for some. It may be Christmas without a loved one who has
died; a Christmas we find ourselves alone after a divorce; a Christmas we find ourselves
without a job, or we may simply feel worn out, tired and alone.

The constant refrain on the radio and television and in shopping malls about the happiness of
the season and about getting together with family and friends reminds many of us of what we

have lost.

The anguish of broken relationships, the insecurity of unemployment, the weariness of ill
health, the pain of isolation — all these can make us feel alone in the midst of celebrating.
